I, Sudhanshu Singhal, Proprietor, Sudhanshu Singhal & Associates, Company
Secretaries in Whole Time Practice having office at RZ-72, S-Block, New Roshan
Pura, Najafgarh, New Delhi-110043 have been appointed as Scrutinizer by the Board
of Directors of the Company to scrutinize the process of Remote E-voting and Voting
at AGM through Venue Voting in respect of the items/resolutions set forth in the
notice of 57t AGM of the Company, dated September 05t 2024 (hereinafter “the
AGM Notice”) issued in accordance with MCA Circulars and SEBI Circular.
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The said appointment as Scrutinizer is under the provisions of Section 108 of the Act
read with the Rules. As the Scrutinizer, I have to scrutinize:

(i) process of e-voting remotely, before the AGM, using an electronic voting system
on the dates referred to in the Notice calling the AGM; and

(ii) process of e-voting at the AGM through Venue Voting.

Management's Responsibility

The Compliance with the requirements of (i) the Act and the Rules made there-under

relating to e-voting on the resolutions contained in the Notice calling the AGM is the
responsibility of the management of the Company. The management of the Company
is responsible for ensuring a secured framework and robustness of the electronic
voting systems. :

Scrutinizer's Responsibility

My responsibility as a Scrutinizer was to ensure that the e-voting process both
through Remote E-voting and Venue Voting at the AGM, is conducted in a fair and
transparent manner and to render you a Consolidated Scrutinizer’s Report of the
total votes cast “in favour” or “against” on the resolutions, based on the reports
generated through Scrutinizer's secured link as provided by National Securities
Depository Limited (hereinafter "NSDL")

I hereby submit my report as under:

1. _In terms of Section 108 of the Act read with Rule 20 of the Rules and the
provisions of the Listing Regulations, 2015, as amended, the Company has
engaged NSDL, being the authorized agency engaged by the Company to provide
Remote E-voting facility and voting through Venue Voting at the AGM, on all
resolutions set forth in the AGM Notice.

2. The Company has completed the dispatch of Annual Report and the Notice of
AGM on Thursday September 05, 2024 only by the electronic mode (e-mail) to
those members whose email addresses were registered with the Company /
Depository Participants pursuant to the aforementioned MCA Circulars and
SEBI Circular.

3. As per Rule 20(4)(v) of the Rules, on completion of dispatch of Annual Report
and the Notice of AGM, an advertisement was published in ‘Morning India’
(English Newspaper — Patna) and ‘Sanmarg’ (Hindi Newspaper-Patna Edition) on
Thursday, September 05, 2024,

4. The members of the Company whose names were recorded in the Register of
Members or in the Register of beneficial owners maintained by the depositories
(in case of shares held in dematerialized form) as on the cut-off date i.e. Monday,
September 23, 2024 were entitled to avail either of the Remote E-voting facility
prior to AGM or Venue Voting facility at the AGM, in respect of resolutions as
set out in the AGM Notice.

In terms of the AGM Notice, Remote E-voting commenced on Friday, September
47,2024 (9:00 A M. IST) and ended on Sunday, September 29, 2024 (5:00 P.M.

IST). At the end of the Remote E-voting period, the Remote E-Voting facility was
blocked by NSDI forthwith.

The Company provided the facility of E-Voting through Venue Vating at the AGM
only to such members who had not casted their vote through Remote E-voting.

The members were allowed to vote using Venue Voting and the voting was open
and made available during the meeting and 15 minutes {or such extended
period) post the conclusion of AGM.

After the time fixed for closing of the e-voting by the Chairman, the electronic
system recording the e-voting was locked by NSDL under my instruction.

After the conclusion of e-voting at AGM, the votes casted by members present
through VC/OAVM through facility of e-voting during AGM and through remote
e-voting facility was unblocked by me.
